Searching Son,
How many times do you suppose Jesus taught about going the second mile, or forgiving one’s enemies or seeking first the Kingdom?  He repeated Himself repeatedly – as any good teacher should.  So it is a mistake to adopt the mindset that your every word must fall upon the ears of your hearers as something “new”.

I sent Christ to impart life, not to present original-sounding spiritual novelties.  His words, His deeds, His attitudes and His very Person were all vehicles through which My life came forth.  He expended no efforts trying to be “fresh” or “stimulating”.  But He did spend time with Me.

And what Jesus learned in My fellowship affected Him so profoundly that all He did and said reflected the power of My presence.  As a result, though He never tried to be interesting, He was.  Your Lord was sometimes accused of having a demon, but no one ever called Him dull.  Christ never sought originality, but throughout history His friends and His enemies alike have declared him to be the Original among originals.  He never studied a course in psychology, nor did He seek the advice of the “image consultants” of the day.  Yet there never lived a man more powerful, more persuasive or more convincing than Jesus of Nazareth.  That is why the authorities had Him crucified.  They feared the Nazarene might change the face of history.  And he did.  All by walking with Me.
